The EPIX D4 IP has an auto-ranging power supply and it can work with an input voltage range of 100 to
240 VAC, 50/60 Hz.

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Signal Connections

The EPIX D4 IP can receive an Art-Net™, sACN, or KLSTR.ctrl signal. The product has 3 Seetronic
Etherkon (etherCON-compatible) through ports. If using other compatible products with this product, it is
possible to control each individually with a single controller.

Control Personalities

The EPIX D4 IP uses a KLSTR.ctrl, Art-Net™, or sACN signal for its 7 control personalities: Test Patterns,
Effects Engine, Full Pixel Control, Groups of 5 Pixels, Groups of 10 Pixels, Groups of 25 Pixels, and
Groups of 50 Pixels.

+  Refer to the Operation chapter to learn how to configure the EPIX D4 IP to work in these
personalities.

+ The eDMX Channel Assignments and Values section provides detailed information regarding the
control personalities.

KLSTR Connection

KLSTR.ctrl is a lighting control system that transfers DMX and RDM over an ethernet connection and
automatically assigns fixture ID’s and addresses to connected products. It uses topological models,
including MVR, to configure layout, modes, and 3D position of integrated products.

Art-Net™ Connection

Art-Net™ is an Ethernet protocol that uses TCP/IP which transfers a large amount of DMX512 data using
an ethernet connection over a large network.

Remote Device Management

Art-Net™ Remote Device Management, or Art-RDM, is a standard for allowing Art-Net™-enabled devices
to communicate bi-directionally along existing ethernet cabling. Check the Art-Net™ controller's User
Manual or with the manufacturer as not all Art-Net™ controllers have this capability. The EPIX D4 IP
supports Art-RDM protocol that allows feedback to make changes to menu map options.

sACN Connection

Also known as ANSI E1.31, streaming ACN is an Ethernet protocol that uses the layering and formatting of
Architecture for Control Networks to transport DMX512 data over IP or any other ACN compatible network.

RSTP Connection

Rapid Spanning Tree Protocol allows the control system to select the lowest STP cost among multiple
redundant pathways from a single switch or router. If a pathway is interrupted or broken, RSTP switches to
the pathway with the next lowest STP cost to allow the output to continue.

Connect a separate output from the switch or router to the last EPIX D4 IP in the ethernet daisy chain to
establish an RSTP redundancy.

Dense Mapping

When assigning eDMX addresses and universes to connected products, the EPIX D4 IP will automatically
move a product to the next universe if there isn’t enough channel capacity for it in the current universe.

The Dense Mapping function allows more efficient use of each eDMX universe’s channel capacity, by
assigning EPIX Line 10 IP S products to addresses near the end of universes otherwise taken up by
EPIX Line 10 IP products.

When Dense Mapping is disabled, the EPIX D4 IP assigns all connected product addresses and universes
by their connection order.

To enable or disable Dense Mapping:
1. Go to the eDMX Mapping main level.
2. Select the Dense mapping option.

Saving eDMX Mapping Settings

Product Maintenance

Dust build-up reduces light output performance and can cause overheating. This can lead to reduction of
the light source’s life and/or mechanical wear. To maintain optimum performance and minimize wear, clean
each lighting product at least twice a month. However, be aware that usage and environmental conditions
could be contributing factors to increase the cleaning frequency.

To clean the product, follow the instructions below:

3. Use a vacuum (or dry compressed air) and a soft brush to remove dust collected on the external

5. Apply the solution directly to a soft, lint free cotton cloth or a lens cleaning tissue.
6. Softly drag any dirt or grime to the outside of the transparent surface.
7. Gently polish the transparent surfaces until they are free of haze and lint.
